Academic Pathway

At the core of our summer courses are
pathway-specific workshops, lectures,
and seminars, which are led by expert
teachers and industry professionals.

Weekend Excursions

On Saturday, all summer students will head
outside the city and enjoy a trip to one of
the historic university towns of Cambridge
or Oxford. Students will have the opportunity
to visit the university, learn about the city’s
history, and get a taste of life outside
London.

On Sunday, students can choose to join a
supervised excursion, heading down river to
the leafy, picturesque borough of Greenwich
with its famous market, fascinating history,
and beautiful park featuring spectacular
views of the city. Students also have the
option of enjoying some free time where
they can go shopping, visit one of London'’s
many museums, or enjoy a stroll through
one of its parks.

Fvening Excursions

In their first week, students are introduced
to the spectacular sights and attractions
of London, with group excursions to key
landmarks such as the London Eye, Big Ben,
and the West End.

We understand that each student works on
their own rhythm, and on some evenings,
therefore, students have the option of heading
out into the city, or staying at the boarding
house to take part in a more relaxed social
activity in the commmon room.

Towards the end of the first week, an element
of free time is introduced into the timetable,
during which students can go out and explore
London independently with their friends.
